David Kappos, Director of the United States Patent and Trademark Office

Senator Scott Brown (Massachusetts) is the sponsor of S. 1791 which will 
codify the hot new trend of ǊŀƛǎƛƴƎ ŎŀǇƛǘŀƭ ƪƴƻǿƴ ŀǎ άcrowdfundingέ ǿƘŜǊŜ ǘƘŜ 
internet is used to attract micro-investors. The House passed its crowdfunding 
bill, H.R. 2930, by a vote of 407-17. The Senate bill allows investors to make a 
$1,000 investment in a company in return for securities. Senator Brown 
stressed that his bill includes extensive investor protections to address 
concerns raised that the lack of SEC registration requirements will allow 
unscrupulous companies to defraud investors. The House bill would allow 
investors to make micro-investments up to $10,000 per company. Brown also 
pointed out that President Obama has endorsed crowdfunding and the Senate 
is the last roadblock to start-ups having a new way to raise capital that fits the 
modern era of small business development.
